Memorandum of Understanding between Guangdong Polytechnic of Industry and
Commerce, the People’s Republic of China
& State educational institution of higher of professional education

Kyrgyz-Russian Slavic University, the Kyrgyz Republic
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Guangdong Polytechnic of Industry and Commerce (GDPIC) and State educational
institution of higher of professional education Kyrgyz-Russian Slavic University (KRSU) both
have a shared intention to enhance the cooperation and communication. Through equal and
friendly consultation, a memorandum of Understanding with respect to an inter-institutional
relationship is to established under the terms and conditions identified as follows.
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1. Cooperators
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Party A: Guangdong Polytechnic of Industry of Commerce, founded in 1957 and located in
Guangzhou City, is one of the Provincial Model Polytechnics as well as one of the National
First-class Polytechnics under construction.
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Party B: Kyrgyz-Russian Slavic University was founded in 1993 in accordance with The
Warsaw Treaty of Friendship, Corporation and Mutual Assistance between the Kyrgyz
Republic and the Russian Federation.
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2. Cooperation Aim
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Both parties shall carry out educational cooperation in accordance with the principle of
sincerity, equality, mutual benefit, jointly commit to developing vocational education, and
promote exchanges and cooperation with respect to education, talent, technology, culture
and the like.
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3. Cooperation Content



(1) Both parties shall carry out mutually academic exchanges and visits between both
teachers and students, and conduct specialty construction in the fields with mutual
recognition in the future.
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(2) Both parties shall conduct cooperation and communication with respect to science and
technology, such as researching programs jointly, exchanging achievement and training.
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(3) Party A's students who meet the admission requirements of party B can be
preferentially admitted to party B to obtain relevant certificates and degrees.
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(4) If Party B's students meet the relevant requirements of Party A, Party A may
recommend Party B's students to Chinese cooperation companies for practical training.
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4. The specific prOJects mentioned in the above terms shall be carried out within the
framework of Memorandum of Understanding, and implemented after both parties sign a written
agreement on the specific projects.
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5. The Memorandum of Understanding, including the terms of amendment, cancellation and
termination, shall become effective upon the authorizer’s signature and the period of validity lasts
five years. The Memorandum of Understanding shall be extended or renewed upon mutual
agreement
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6. The Memorandum of Understanding has three copies, in Russian, in English and Chinese,
which are legally enforceable. Matters not covered herein shall be settled by both parties through
negotiation.
