COMPLEMENTARY THERAPIES

The trend is unmistakable. We spend billions a year worldwide on herbal remedies. In the US the use of
complementary and alternative medicine (CAM) has doubled in the past decade. When Americans fall
sick, they would rather turn first to an alternative therapist than a family doctor. In Britain, al-most half
the adult population admits to using an alternative therapy. More and more doctors are referring patients
for alternative treatments or offering them themselves.

But why? Many therapies that fall under the heading of complementary and alternative medicine have
never been shown to work in scientific studies. And therapies such as homeopathy directly challenge our
understanding of the world. If our science is right, they shouldn't work at all.

Perhaps CAM is more than a harmless fashion or maybe mass hysteria has gripped the world — millions
are suffering the delusion that needles, roots and incredibly dilute solutions really can cure back pain,
chronic fatigue and other ailments that conventional medicine can't deal with. Or maybe there's something
more interesting going on; some CAM techniques really do work, and it's science that's missing
something. The therapies classified as CAM are various. Roughly speaking, a complementary therapy is
something unorthodox that can be used alongside conventional health care. Examples include herbal
medicines, osteopathy and acupuncture. An alternative therapy, on the other hand, has a different
philosophy from the orthodox biomedical system, and is meant to replace rather than sit alongside
conventional treatments. This category includes ancient systems such as traditional Chinese or Ayurvedic
medicines. In practice, things aren't always that tidy, and people happily mix and match the different
philosophies.

So why are people turning to these therapies? Some are simply dissatisfied with conventional
medicine. But a stronger influence appears to be the pull of the approaches associated with CAM. Many
patients cite "naturalness” as its appeal, or the desire to take control over their own health. Others are
drawn by the spiritual dimension or the emphasis on "holism". Some re-searchers believe that people are
increasingly "shopping for health” - trying all the available options. With so much information available
in magazines, newspapers and on the Net, people rarely take a family doctors' word for it when told
"there's nothing more that can be done".

Text 2

SHOCK

The word "shock™ means many different things to different people, but from a medical viewpoint this
word refers to a definite state of illness which may be produced by several types of causes. This condition
is extremely important, since it usually accompanies any severe injury and, if correct countermeasures are
not taken promptly, may result in a fatal outcome which the injury in itself might not otherwise have
produced. Because it is one of the most important conditions for which the first aid is provided, an
understanding of the basic factors involved is essential.

Although shock and shock like conditions may be produced by many different sets of circumstances, the
responses of the body in each case are similar and, while not wholly understood, may for all practical
purposes be described here in their simplest terms.

Traumatic shock (shock from injury)

In this condition, there is first a drop in the blood pressure, which in severe cases may be extreme. This is
due to the fact that in response to the stress of injury, the walls of the capillaries become relatively porous,
allowing the plasma, or liquid portion of the blood, to leak out into the tiny tissue spaces in which the
capillaries are embedded. This loss of fluid from the circulation can be surprisingly large and results in a
marked loss of circulating blood volume, causing the blood itself to become greatly concentrated.
Because of the diminished blood volume, the pressure in the veins is greatly reduced, and the heart,
therefore, cannot fill completely; it thus cannot function effectively as a pump, and this inefficient action
results in a further lowering of the blood pressure. This further stimulates certain nerve endings in the



walls of the aorta which cause the heart to speed up as a means of improving its output, and so produces
the rapid acceleration of the pulse which is characteristic of shock.

As a result of the combined effects of decreased blood pressure and decreased blood volume, there is
insufficient oxygen in the blood which reaches the brain; this results in a complex series of effects, which
may be manifested as partial or complete loss of consciousness, accompanied by a very weak rapid pulse.
As a final result of all these factors, there occur varying degrees of congestion within the lungs and
pulmonary circulation, which further interfere with oxygenation of the blood and help to continue the
vicious circle which has been set up.

Text 3

LOOKING AFTER THE PREGNANT WOMAN

The term "antenatal care” covers the advice given and the techniques used to look after the pregnant
woman. It aims to ensure that:

1. the mother remains healthy during pregnancy;

2. complications of pregnancy are detected at an early stage and managed appropriately;

3. the fears and anxieties of the mother (and father) are discussed and reassurance given where
appropriate;

4. the mother knows about the procedures and their outcomes during pregnancy and birth;

5. the mother and father know how to look after the baby.

Antenatal care may be given by mother’s doctor (general practitioner), in a clinic run by the nurse or
midwife, or in a hospital clinic. The pregnant woman should know what to eat to make sure that she and
the developing fetus are properly nourished.

Screening

Different techniques are used to screen the pregnant woman. Screening aims to detect potentially
dangerous conditions at an early stage in pregnancy. Measuring the woman’s blood pressure during
pregnancy is a simple form of screening. Permanently raised blood pressure is a threat to the health of the
woman and the developing fetus. More sophisticated techniques aim to screen for genetic defects such as
Down’s syndrome, defects in the development of the central nervous system (e.g. spina bifida) and single
gene defects using DNA probes.

Ultrasound scanning

The ultrasound scanner produces images which can be used to follow the progress of the developing
fetus. The scanner is placed over the mother’s abdomen and the images displayed on a TV monitor
connected to the scanner. The images make it possible to detect the position of the fetus, its size and the
presence of more than one fetus. They also help diagnose a variety of fetal defects.

Ultrasound scanning of the pregnant woman has made a considerable impact on antenatal care. The need
for X-ray images is much reduced and the information gained helps identify medical problems at different
stages in pregnancy as well as reassuring parents that the fetus is healthy.

WHAT MAKES US AGE?

The ageing process remains one of the great mysteries of medical science. We all know what ageing does
to us — how it makes us frail, more likely to fall ill and eventually to die. But what actually causes ageing
and can we do anything to slow its advance?

Science is at last beginning to uncover some of the secrets of ageing and the pace of research is hooting
up. In case anyone worries that the research will produce a nightmare world in which we all linger longer
in a state of advanced decrepitude, let us be clear that the goal of most of this research is to improve the
quality of the later years of life. Already, we are living longer than ever before.

We need urgently to find ways to slow or prevent conditions like Alzheimer's disease, osteoporosis and
arthritis that make life a misery for so many older people. In a nutshell, scientists hope to extend the
health span. One of the important advances is to get rid of the fatalistic notion that we are simply
programmed to die when our time is up. This idea has always been hard to square with the fact that even
in old age the body does its very best to keep itself alive. Indeed, if we were programmed to self-destruct
after three score years and ten, the programming seems pretty clumsy. There are neater ways to die than
ageing.



The reason we age and die is not that death serves any biological purpose, but that in past times when life
spans were so much shorter; our genes did not evolve to keep us going indefinitely. When life was nasty
brutish and short and you were more likely to be cut down in your prime by an infection or an accident,
there was no point in building bodies that might last forever. We live, biologically speaking, with bodies
that were designed for the Stone Age rather than the 21* century.

What this tells us about the ageing process is very important as we live our lives all kinds of things begin
to go wrong within the cells of our bodies. We have billions of cells and it takes a long time for the
damage to build up to a level where it may harm us. But build up it does, and in time we can no longer
overlook it. The fibres of protein that make our skin and artery walls elastic undergo change that leads to
loss of that vital flexibility. The DNA strands inside our cells get damaged too. The cells' energy
production systems may ultimately fail.
